Lesson Plan
Title:​​​​​​​​​​​​​ Second Grade Endangered Species
Length: 5 Days

What are endangered animals? What causes them to be endangered? How can making art help make a difference? 



	Performance:

	You are going to be artists who create collages about endangered species to inspire others to make a change and help save animals that are going extinct.



	Concepts:

	Action to motivate/Inquiry Questions:  

Describe how you will begin the lesson to stimulate student’s interest. How will you pique their curiosity and make them interested and excited about the lesson? What inquiry questions will you pose? 	Artworks by Sonny of endangered species will be shown and students will be asked: What do you think these paintings are about? What is happening to one side of the animal? Why would Sonny want to create a huge painting about endangered animals? Why would an artist want to make art about something that is sad? Can art help make a change? How would seeing a painting about endangered animals be different than reading about it?



	Ideation/Inquiry: 

Ideation is the creative process of generating, developing, and communicating new ideas, where an idea is understood as a basic element of thought that can be visual, concrete or abstract.  List and describe inquiry questions and processes you will engage students in to help them develop ideas and plans for their artwork.

	In your artwork are you going to include just the animal’s face or full body? Are you going to include their habitat in the background? How will you include map paper in your artwork? Which endangered animal do you want to create an artwork about? Do you want to create art about endangered species in Colorado or all around the world?

	Day 1
	Instruction - The teacher will... (Be specific about what concepts, information, understandings, etc. will be taught.) Identify instructional methodology. KNOW (Content) and DO (Skill)

1. Motivate students: Show artwork by Sonny
2. Ask students: What do you think these paintings are about? What is happening to one side of the animals?

3. Explain that Sonny’s artwork is about endangered animals and ask students what does it mean when an animal is endangered?

4. Show students: Huge polar bear mural by Sonny
5. Ask students: Why would he want to create a huge painting about endangered animals? Why would an artist want to make art about something that is sad? Can art help make a change?

6. Show students: animal collages by artists Deborah Shapiro and Megan Coyle 

7. Ask students: What materials do you think these artists used in their artwork? What is a collage? 

8. For our artwork we are also going to be creating a collage using scraps of magazine and these special scraps called citra solv paper. I used this liquid called citra solv to dissolve nature images, why do you think I created this paper for our project?
9. Show students: Endangered species video
10. Ask students: How can creating artwork about endangered animals help save them?

11. Direct students to demonstration station: showing that first we have a blank piece of paper, we are going to create the background for the animal’s habitat first. Draw and horizon line. Find an animal from one of the types of habitats (Forest) and ask students what color scraps should I gather to create a forest? Demonstrate that we are ripping/cutting small pieces and arranging them to make a scene. We are not gluing full magazine pages onto the paper.

12. Direct students to their seats, pass out paper and magazine scraps

13. Stop class for closure: Next time we will add more stuff to our habitats to make a more detailed background and then they will start creating their animals
14. Instruct cleanup: Tell students to put scraps that they are planning on using in the plastic table bag. Other scraps go back into trays. Glue sticks and scissors go back into table buckets. Make sure names are on artwork and collectors will collect trays and bags.

	Learning - Students will... i.e.: explore ideation by making connections,
comparing, contrasting; synthesize possibilities for each painting technique; etc.  (Be specific about what will be the intended result of the instruction as it relates to learning.)

1. Students will make interpretations by turning and talking with a partner. They will support their interpretation with evidence that they observed in the artwork.

2. Students will interpret why artists create art about something that is sad and synthesize why we are going to create art about endangered species.
3. Students will learn about a new technique/vocabulary word: collage

4. Students will envision how they will create their collage and what colors they need to gather for their project.

5. Students will explore ideation and by planning their sketch and gathering colored magazine scraps
6. Students will envision what else they need to add to their habitat backgrounds
	Time

	Day 2
	1. Students meet on the carpet: Explain that they are going to continue creating the habitat for their animals. If they have made the sky and ground, they can start adding other things such as plants. Remind students that they need to fill the whole page so that no white space is showing
2. Demonstrate: Show students how to create trees using scraps rather than just cutting out an image of a tree.

3. Students will go to their seats. Distributers will pass out materials

4. Students will spend class period finishing their animal habitat backgrounds

5. Cleanup and Closure: Next time students will start making their animals

	1. Students will explore ideation by coming up with other things to put in their animals habitats.

	Day 3
	1. Students meet on the carpet: Explain that we are going to create our animals. Teacher will say: Raise your hand if you can draw a triangle, a circle? A rectangle? If you can draw those simple shapes, then you can draw any animal
2. Demonstrate on smartboard: there will be a picture of an animal ask students what simple shapes can be used to draw this animal and trace with an expo marker shapes over the image.

3. Ask students: What does contrast mean? How can we make our animals standout on our backgrounds?

4. There are a few options, you can create your animal out of brown paper bags, newspaper or maps, this will make our animals standout on our backgrounds. 

5. Demonstrate: Draw animal with basic shapes then we draw on the paper with pencil then trace with sharpie.
6. Students go to their seats and work on their animals using the printed reference photos
7. Cleanup time: Instruct collectors to collect everyone’s artworks and to collect paper scraps

	1. Students will learn an art vocabulary word: Contrast. They will envision how to make their animals standout from the background

2. Students will envision how they want to create their animal.
3. Students will learn how to draw by finding basic shapes in their animals.

	Students will participate in a token critique. Each will have a heart token for “I love it”, a clock token for “This took a lot of time” a light bulb token for “This was a good idea” and a house token for “I would hang this is my house” Students will also answer the question “Where would you hang your artwork to inspire people to help save endangered animals?

	Self-Reflection:

	1. The learning objectives were mostly achieved. Students understood what endangered animals are and they also did a very good job of interpreting the artwork by Sonny. A lot of students said that Sonny’s artworks were about animals fading away. Most students demonstrated that they knew how to create a collage by choosing specific colors to add to their backgrounds. Students also demonstrated that they could draw an animal using shapes. They were also able to identify how art can make a difference in the world by answering the questions: Why would an artist want to make an artwork about something sad? How can making art about endangered animals make a difference?

2. If I were to teach this lesson again, I would implement more choice. I would give students the option to use collage for either the background or their animal. This option would make my lesson plan more differentiated because students who like a challenge could choose to create their animal with a collage. I would also have more materials that they could use such as oil pastels, watercolors and markers, they could use different media to add to their collages to give them more choice. This would also allow them to make their own artistic decisions rather than me telling them that they need to use brown paper so that their animals stand out. Through choice, students can make their own discoveries about how to create an animal that contrasts with the background.
3. For the next lesson, I envision students doing more research about their animal and why they are endangered. Students could draw an invention to help save their animal. Students could then film a public service announcement about why their animal is endangered and try to convince people to use their inventions. Students who finish early could create a 3D model of their invention.
